2.Technical Parameters

Technical parameters please refer to the labels
on the battery.
The power of device loads, charge voltage

and charge current should not exceed the
parameters on the label.

4.Important Tips

The consistency difference of the cells can’t
be 100% same. When cells assemble to a
battery pack, their consistency difference will
enlarge, the power may transfer from one cell
group to another cell group. Due to the
internal resistance of the cell and the welded
part, some power will be lost during the

transferring processing, result in the voltage
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dropping. If long time no use and charge, the
battery voltage may drop low to the the
protecting line, the battery may be in
protecting status can't be use and even die.

(Please note: If battery die of long period no
charge, will not be cover by warranty policy.)
We will recommend to turn off discharged
switch if long time no use. And recommend to

APlease charge the battery to 80%
one time every two months if not use.

5.Battery Installation

1. Before installing the battery, please check
and confirm the battery in good shape, no
damage, can charge normally.

2. (if the battery with bluetooth function)
Download and install the correct BMS APP.
(About how to download, install and connect
BMS APP, please refer to content 6)

3. Connect the charger and battery, the battery

should charge normally. The bluetooth will
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active while charging. Open the BMS APP,
connect the BMS bluetooth in the app device list.
Check the status in the app, the battery should
no protecting information showing. If you have
doubts with the information, please contact
AMORGE sellers to confirm.

4. After confirm the battery in good condition,
please go to BMS Control in the BMS APP, find
the discharge switch(DisCHG SW), click
<OffDisCHG> button to turn off the discharge
switch. This is an very important operation, can

prevent sparks and connector buring while
connecting the battery to the electric circuit of
your bike.

5. Positive and negative

If not specially marked, the red wire for positive
and black wire for negative.

If you are not sure about the positive pole and
negative pole, please use a voltage-meter to
measure before installing.

6. If need to use the extend cable. The extend
cable should first connect correctly to the

controller, then plug in the connector.
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7. When inserting the connector, the direction of
force should be consistent with the direction of
the socket to avoid abnormal stress that could
damage the connector. And the connector
should be plugged to tight, whatever charge or
discharge. Loose connections may result in
connector heated, melt down or burning damage
while discharging. (Please note: if poor
connection result in battery damage, is not
covered under warranty policy).

8. The battery should be fixed and protected on
flat strong place on the device, hanging or loose
fixed are forbidden. Avoid damage from battery
dropping or hitting the device. Seriously may
result in fire or even injury.

9. After the battery is installed correctly.
Connect the charger to charge or give a throttle,
the BMS bluetooth will active again. Connect
bluetooth in the BMS APP, go to BMS Control,
turn on the discharge switch <OnDisCHG>
button.

7.To Charge the Battery

1. Please charge the battery in a cool dry opened
place, keep away from inflammable items.

2. Not recommend to charge the battery if
nobody at home. Always pay attention when
charging.

3. Make sure the poles of battery and charger
are matched. The ordered battery and charger
are matched, they are tested. You can connect to
charge directly. If you are using your own
charger, be sure the voltage, current and
positive/ negative poles are matched.

4. Make sure the connection is tight.

5. Remove the charger after full charged.

G.A Charge the battery to 80% one time every
two months if not use.

8.Storage

Storage temperature: -20~60°C(68°F~140°F)
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Please storage in cool dry opened place, far
away from inflammable items.

If the battery was installed to the Electric Vehicle
or_device, because of the device circuit, the
voltage will drops faster than no installing. If not

use, ho need to take battery off from the device,
but recommend to turn_of discharge swithch.
And Acharqe the battery to 80% one time
every two _months, to avoid battery going into
the protecting status or die.
